There are words from Magnifica Humanitas (‘Magnificent Humanity’) the new encyclical letter released
by Pope Leo last Monday; at press conference, alongside the English Professor Anna Rowlands whom |
mentioned last weekend, was a theologian from the Democratic Republic of Congo, Dr Léocadie Wabo
Lushumbo. The pope’s words (section 48 of the letter, available from www.vatican.va) show that today’s
celebration of Trinity Sunday is not simply about a deep theological doctrine: it's about how we should live
in the world, because we’re made in God’s image. There’s a vast amount in the letter and there will be
coverage in the religious press in the next few weeks; events are also being organised by the Centre for
Catholic Social Thought and Practice, Home - Centre for Catholic Social Thought and Practice
